


Town of Lake Mills
July 12, 2016
Monthly Board Meeting

1) Meeting called to order by Chairperson Oostdik at 8:06pm. Notice was posted at the Town Hall, North End Boat Launch, and Cul-de-sac on Finch Brothers Road and on the town’s website: www.townoflakemills.org.   
2) Adoption of Agenda – Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to adopt the agenda as published, seconded by Sup. Peterson.  Motion carried.  
3) Approval of Minutes - Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to approve the minutes of the June 14, 2016 monthly Board meeting as printed, seconded by Sup. Peterson. Motion carried.  
4) Treasurer’s Report –Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to approve the July Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Sup. Peterson. Motion carried. 
5) General Fund Vouching- Motion made by Chair. Oostdik to approve July disbursements of $67,256.18, seconded by Sup. Schroeder. Motion carried. 
6) Reports
a. Police Report – read by Chief Miller. Boat launch permit purchasers are complaining about parking spaces being used by non-paying paddle sport enthusiasts.  Chair. noted parking at public launches is first come, first served. The lake is a public asset and it is a free resource to everyone.   
b. Joint Rock Lake Committee Report – Chair. Oostdik noted working on ordinances, lake plan, promotional materials, and did a full lake tour. Town is looking for more Clean Boats Clean Waters personnel to fill the hours required to comply with our participation in this DNR grant program. 
c. Plan Commission Report – Sup. Peterson reported.  Met on two items – Raatz Trust request below, and Shorewood Hills North phase III coming before the Board at a later date. Also discussed Jefferson County’s request for opinions on allowing mini-pigs and bees in residential areas, which there was no support for. 
d. Other committee reports- Approximately 6 dogs remain unlicensed and citations have been issued; Election day is Tuesday, August 9. Clerk is planning some in-person absentee voting dates for the November election. 
7) Period of Public Comment and Questions - none
8)  Application Reviews 
a. Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to approve rezoning from A-1 to A-3 of 1 acre parcel for Raatz Trust, W9258 County Road B, seconded by Chair. Oostdik. Motion carried.
b. No action taken on operator license request for Jeff A Conover, London Depot. Application conflict with information found in the background check. Application will be returned to applicant for corrections.
9) Old Business 
a. Jefferson County is looking to sell its abandoned salt shed and the 4.5 acres it sits on on Rock Lake Rd for $60,000.  Chair. feels we have a use for the building - storing all equipment in one place rather than renting space from multiple vendors.  Sup. Schroeder is not sure existing building is useful – has been vandalized, needs repair, ground may be contaminated, and it would alter snow removal contract terms. Would prefer to have one site that would accommodate all needs including compost/brush site, salt/sand storage, and eventual new Town Hall. County will be asked for more information on condition of the buildings, possibility of brown field, flexibility on price, where interstate corridor is and how that affects the property. All agree the price is high, and as tax payers it is not outrageous for County to consider giving the property they no longer need to the Town. No purchase can be made without approval of the electors. 
b. Received one snow removal bid.  Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to accept the snow removal bid from Forest Landscaping for the three year term 2016-2019, seconded by Sup. Peterson. Some discussion of adjusting sand/salt mix to be discussed further at another time. Some discussion on Motion carried. 
c. Culvert and wedge bids to be let and returned for August Board meeting. Board is considering additional projects this fall.
d. Motion made by Chair. Oostdik to recommend to Jefferson County Zoning that Town of Lake Mills is not in favor of an Ordinance revision to allow mini-pigs or bees to be kept in residential zones, seconded by Sup. Schroeder. Motion carried.  Chair. to communicate this position to County.
10) New Business  
a. Motion made by Chair. Oostdik to move the monthly Town Board meeting to Wednesday, August 10at 8PM, seconded by Sup. Schroeder. Motion carried.    
b. Clerk submitted board expense for stamps purchased for Police Dept.    
11) Correspondence – Jefferson County electronic, appliance and yard equipment recycling events are coming up (check Town web site for details); request received from Park Lane Rd residents to fix the street sign; invitation to DNR listening session regarding invasive species; comment period open on how the state will distribute federal grant funds to local governments, public and private organizations, and businesses; Simdon annexation followup; humane officer training opportunity; budget training opportunity; Enbridge pipeline expansion meeting Thursday night at City Municipal Building,
