


Town of Lake Mills
June 14, 2016
Monthly Board Meeting

1) Meeting called to order by Chairperson Oostdik at 8:00pm. Notice was posted at the Town Hall, North End Boat Launch, and Cul-de-sac on Finch Brothers Road and on the town’s website: www.townoflakemills.org.   
2) Adoption of Agenda – Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to adopt the agenda as corrected prior to final posting, seconded by Sup. Peterson.  Motion carried.  
3) Approval of Minutes - Motion made by Chair. Oostdik to approve the minutes of the May 10, 2016 monthly Board meeting as corrected, seconded by Sup. Schroeder. Motion carried.  
4) Treasurer’s Report –Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to approve the June Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Chair. Oostdik. Motion carried. 
5) General Fund Vouching- Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to approve June disbursements of $54,091.84, seconded by Sup. Peterson. Motion carried. 
6) Reports 
a. Police Report – read by Sgt. Walters.  
b. Joint Rock Lake Committee Report – Chair. Oostdik reported Inspectors have begun educating boaters at launches about how to avoid spreading invasive species as part of our participation in the DNR’s Clean Boats Clean Waters Program 
c. Plan Commission Report – Sup. Peterson reported.  Kason presented plans for Shorewood Hills North phase III for discussion. No action taken. Chair. Oostdik has asked for a timeline of when things will be brought to the Board.  Town’s engineer will review plans and make recommendations to the Board.     
7) [bookmark: _GoBack]Period of Public Comment and Questions – Sally Jones, Elm Point Rd, brought attention to a pipeline forum to be held July 14 at City Hall 6:30pm.
8) Application Reviews 
a. Atty. Drescher presented variance request of Ginger Quandt for Michael & Susan Nesemann property at W7990 County Road B.  Owner would like to sell parcels separately which would cause some parcels to be land-locked.  Shared water frontage is also an issue.  Petitioner will do some additional work and come back before the Board at a future meeting.  No action taken.    
b. Neighbors residing on Lake View Rd appeared opposing kennel license not yet applied for by Sam Garst, N6974 Lake View Rd. Clerk received inquiry from Garst in May when he acquired a third pet dog and discovered that meant he would need a kennel license instead of a traditional dog license.  A maximum of 2 dogs are allowed by Jefferson County Ordinance in an R-1 zone.  To the Town’s knowledge Mr. Garst and Jefferson County Zoning are, or have worked it out.  Clerk to follow up and keep neighbors informed.  No action taken. 
c. Motion made by Chair. Oostdik to approve Class A Combo liquor licenses for Lake Mills, Inc (Lake Mills Travel Plaza) and Marric Inc, seconded by Sup. Schroeder.  Motion carried.  Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to approve Class B Combo liquor licenses for Larry Haumschild (Moe’s Place), Rutabaga Farms (Kroghville Oasis) and T&D Reddy (London Depot), seconded by Sup. Peterson. Motion carried.  Motion made by Chair. Oostdik to approve Cigarette & Tobacco licenses for Lake Mills Inc, Rutabaga Farms. and T&D Reddy, seconded by Sup. Schroeder. Motion carried.  Motion made by Chair. Oostdik to approve Non-Intoxicating Beverage licenses for Larry Haumschild, Lake Mills Inc, Rutabaga Farms, and T&D Reddy, seconded by Sup. Schroeder. Motion carried. Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to approve Managers licenses for Harindar Singh and Jeffrey Baumgartner, seconded by Sup. Peterson. Motion carried. Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to approve Operator licenses for Jill R DeLuna, Clicerio Carrillo, Lori A Burger, George J Breitzmann – Lake Mills Travel Plaza, Andrea J Zimmerman, Jeremy R Zimmerman, Heather L Newhouse, Zachary S Roberts, Heather Williams – Moe’s Place,  Jeremy Dorsey, Lynaya McIntosh, Christopher G Weichman – Kroghville Oasis, Michelle M Morgan, Becky A Reddy, Nathan V Johnson, Melinda J Strohbusch – London Depot, seconded by Chair. Oostdik. Police Department does a background check on new applicants. Next year will check all operator and manager applications. Motion carried.
9) Old Business 
a. Update on Shorewood Hills North Phase III – Jason Forest has purchased the property (33 lots) at County Hwy B and Polo Ln, and formed an entity named Kason LLC.  Kason and it’s engineer presented at the June Plan Commission, but needs to submit plans to Town’s engineer for review.  Some re-platting may be needed with the County. No action taken.
b. Snow removal bids are due June 20 at 5pm to the Town Hall mailbox, and will be opened and decided on at July 12, 2016 Board meeting.
c. Motion made by Sup. Schroeder to adopt Resolution 2016-02, County Highway Aid matching funds, seconded by Chair. Oostdik. Motion carried. Chair. Oostdik to prepare bid documents for gravel and grade, wedging on Elm Pt, Helena and Conservation Rds, and culvert work for July Board meeting   
10) New Business  
a. Jefferson County Zoning has been approached by a County resident who would like to house mini-pigs in a residential area as pets.  County has asked for input from municipalities on the mini-pig issue and on keeping bees.  Began discussion, but no action taken.  Board encourages resident input and will discuss further at July 12 Board meeting.  Clerk to post information to the Town’s website.   
b. No board expense sheets submitted.    
11) Correspondence – received more notification on Simdon property being annexed into City; note from Ryan Hastings, Lake Mills Triathlon coordinator, regarding inadvertently angering Hering Sandy Bar management by no longer using Hering as a food supplier for the race now that he has a contract with a national vendor; Board briefly discussed two-way bike traffic and Airport Rd use during Trek 100 (Clerk to communicate concerns to race director)

13) Motion made by Chair. Oostdik to adjourn, seconded by Sup. Schroeder.  Motion carried.
